Choose fabrics from one of the following categories:  batik, floral, geometric, heart,

Join 5 blue squares to make row #4. 
Join 5 red squares to make row #5. 
 
Join rows to complete your Stash Buster Bingo game card block. 
Note:  As you complete your block, make a key to identify category of each fabric 
square.  This makes it easier to identify them as you play the game.
