JANUARY BLOCK OF THE MONTH

Carrie Nation
Unfinished 12 4” x 12 '4”

Cut - 1 stripe 3 2” x 36” or WOF
Cut - 1 stripe 2” x 25”

Red:

Cut - 1 stripe 3 4”7 x 207

Blue:

Cut - 1 stripe 2” x 25”

First cut 4 White squares 3 2" x 3 ¥2” off of the stripe 3 '4” x 36” or WOF W}\ e

Sew the remaining White 3 '4” stripe to the Red 3 4" stripe, then sub-cut into 4 pieces
62" x 3 ¥2”. Once that is done, sew into (2) four patch blocks 6 42”7 x 6 14",
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Sew the White 2” x 25” stripe to the Blue 2” x 25” stripe, then sub-cut into 8 pieces
3 %2” x 2”. Once that is done, sew into (4) four patch blocks 3 2" x 3 14”.
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Sew the Blue and White four patch to the White 3 4" x 3 14" square. I ake four 3
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Now assemble the block as shown below.
